The Ethox Centre is seeking to appoint a Co-ordinator for its Collaborative Global Health Research Ethics Network. The Network, which is a collaboration between the Ethox Centre in Oxford and the Wellcome-KEMRI Unit in Kilifi, Kenya, is a major new initiative to build global health ethics expertise and capacity in developing countries - with a particular emphasis on Africa and South East Asia. In addition to carrying out research into the ethical issues arising in global health research in developing countries, the Network funds studentships for doctoral students from developing countries and runs a wide range of training activities, including an annual global health ethics summer school. 

The person appointed to this important post will play a key role in ensuring that the Network is an active and effective international initiative to build ethics capacity in developing countries.  The Co-ordinator will be responsible for encouraging and facilitating communication between network members; organising events such as the annual global ethics summer school; providing support for DPhil students e.g. helping with the organization of student-led seminars and workshops; and maintaining and developing the network website. The co-ordinator will also carry out a scoping exercise of key stakeholders in developing countries and in the UK to identify capacity-building needs 

The successful candidate will have a first degree in a relevant discipline and evidence of an interest in ethics or global health. They will possess excellent interpersonal and communications skills and show evidence of an ability to work well in a team. They will also have excellent analytical, planning and organizational skills and be able to work unsupervised and to prioritise their own workload.
